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The Sentry®200.PBRJ is an outward open-
ing, pre-hung door and jamb set.

The door leaf is dual-layer steel skin over

a core of SL grade 35mm polystyrene. The
subframe of kiln-dried hoop pine rails and
stiles (42x35mm) has hardware fixing points
(300x140mm) for the closer and lock blocks.
The core and frame are fully enclosed on
faces and sides with two 0.5mm Colorbond
sheets, fixed with a two-part polyurethane
adhesive.

The rebated edges of the door leaf are
designed to overlap the door jamb edge for
secure interlocking closure. A PVC batwing
seal is fitted for weather and acoustic
insulation.

The door leaf is pre-hung into a portable
external jamb with a matching internal trim,
both made of multi-folded, pressed, welded
and powder-coated 1.5mm steel. The hinges
are affixed to the jamb with three butt hinges
(100x75x2.5mm). The taller (2200mm)
Sentry®200.PBRJ doors have four hinges.

C.AFTER DOOR INSTALLATION
After the door is installed:
1. Remove packers.

2. Peel back protective covering
surrounding the lock prep

3. Fitthe supplied lockset.

4. Remove the protective covering from
surfaces. (The longer it remains on, the
harder it may be to remove cleanly.)

D. AFTER CARE

To get the most out of your investment,
cleaning should occur:

> Inrural or normal urban environments,
every six (6) months.

> Inareas of high pollution, such
asindustrial areas or coastal
environments, every three (3) months.

> In particularly hazardous or corrosive
environments such as beachfronts,
severe marine environments, areas of
high industrial pollution, monthly.

Hinges, Locks, and furniture should also
be regularly inspected and cleaned in
accordance with the above schedule.

DO NOT use harsh solvents, abrasive cleaners
(turps, petrol, kerosene, paint thinners) or
scourers on any products. Carry out cleaning
in shade and during cooler temperatures
using a soft cloth and gentle wiping only.

We recommend that your locks only be
serviced by a qualified locksmith.

If you open a door towards you and the I
hinges are on your left, the door is
left-hand hinged.

If you open a door towards you and the

hinges are on your right, the door is
right-hand hinged.
