The Sentry™ 200.47-3S is an outward
opening, pre-hung door and jamb set. 

The single door leaf has an SL grade 35mm 
polystyrene core surrounded by an internal 
sub-frame made of kiln-dried hoop pine 
(42x35mm). It includes hardware fixing 
points (300×140mm) for the closer and 
lock blocks, and is fully enclosed on faces 
and sides with two 0.5mm Colorbond steel 
sheets, fixed with a two-part polyurethane 
adhesive. 

The door jamb has a three-sided profile 
made of multi-folded, pressed and welded 
1.5mm steel, powder-coated to match the
Colorbond of the door leaf, or to another 
colour of your choice.

The door and jamb are fastened together 
with heavy-duty metal screws at three butt 
hinges (100×75×2.5mm). The taller (2320mm) 
Sentry™ 200.47 doors have four hinges.

Required: Cutting tool and framing materials 
for structure cladding.

Note: Keep the door packers in place until the 
door is fully fitted.

Note: Keep the door packers in place until the 
door and jamb set is fully fitted.

Required: Spirit level, impact driver, at least 
six (6) screws of 10 gauge or larger.

1.	 Check your door and jamb set for quality 
and craftsmanship.

1.	 Lift the door into place.

5.	 Screw off the right-hand side of the door 
in the same way, at equal heights.

6.	 Screw off across the top of the door.

7.	 (Optional) If screwing has caused any 
distortion of the frame, additional 
screws may be put through the internal 
return fold to affix it into good shape.

2.	 Insert the top of the jamb (the architrave) 
into the cladding:

2.	 Decide where your door goes.

3.	 Cut the required opening out of the 
cladding.

3.	 (Optional) Cut the j-mould weather strip 
(sold separately) to the desired length and 
slide in between the jamb architrave and 
the structure cladding. The recommended 
minimum length for the j-mould weather 
strip should be the width of the jamb from 
outside to outside.

4.	 Extend the horizontal cut across the top 
about 50mm beyond the intersection with 
each vertical cut (see Fig. 7).

4.	 Screw left-hand side of the jamb.

5.	 Frame out your door opening with the 
materials recommended for your shed/
garage.

If there is damage or fault, contact your 
supplier immediately.

Note: If you proceed to install a door, 
the opportunity to claim a replacement 
on the basis of damage or fault will be 
limited.

Start from outside of the structure.

Use two (2) people to lift.

Top screw, bottom screw, middle 
screw, in that order.

Check that the jamb remains square/
plumb before each screw.

If the door set drops under its own 
weight before fully screwed, carefully 
correct it before screwing off.

Check that the jamb remains square/
plumb.

Centre screw, left screw, right screw.
 Align the top of the jamb with the 
extended horizontal cut in the cladding.

Slide the top of the jamb through the 
extended cut, fitting the architrave 
between the structure cladding and the 
mullions.

A Trimdek or Monoclad profile is ideal.

All corners of the cut must be safely in 
the valley of the cladding profile.

Ensure there is no structural steel 
behind the planned cut area.

This extended cut allows the top 
architrave (and optional J-mould weather 
strip) to slide behind the shed cladding.

Work on the outside of the structure.

Position screws no more than 40mm 
from the hinge knuckle.

Ensure screws will go through door 
jamb and mullions.

Hold the door steady with one hand.

Insert and tighten each screw with an 
impact driver.

Take care that the door does not move 
while screwing.

After each screw, check the stile is 
square and plumb. Adjust as needed 
before proceeding. (see Fig. 4).

First screw: by the top hinge.

Second screw: by the bottom hinge.

Third screw: by the middle hinge.

Note: J-moulds are more effective when 
slightly lower at one side.

D. AFTER CARE

After the door is installed: 

Hinges, Locks, and furniture should also 
be regularly inspected and cleaned in 
accordance with the above schedule. 

DO NOT use harsh solvents, abrasive cleaners 
(turps, petrol, kerosene, paint thinners) or 
scourers on any products. Carry out cleaning 
in shade and during cooler temperatures 
using a soft cloth and gentle wiping only.

We recommend that your locks only be 
serviced by a qualified locksmith.

To get the most out of your investment, 
cleaning should occur:

1.	 Remove packers and bottom spreader-bar.

2.	 Peel back the protective covering                
surrounding lock prep.

3.	 Fit the supplied lockset.

4.	 Remove the protective covering from        
surfaces. (The longer it remains on, the 
harder it may be to remove cleanly.)

In rural or normal urban environments, 
every six (6) months.

In areas of high pollution, such 
as industrial areas or coastal 
environments, every three (3) months.

In particularly hazardous or corrosive 
environments such as beachfronts, 
severe marine environments, areas of 
high industrial pollution, monthly.

When you 
order a new door, it is important to know its 
handing so that is suits your installation.

If you open a door towards you and the 
hinges are on your left, the door is  
left-hand hinged.

If you open a door towards you and the 
hinges are on your right, the door is  
right-hand hinged.
